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From Our Foundress and Chairman

y dear friends of Mission of Mercy,

This 12th year of service to those who are less fortunate has been one of

both tremendous successes and set-backs. In March 2005, | presented to

the Mission of Mercy Officers the Foundress Expansion Plan, which was
approved by the Board of Directors in May, 2005. Within three months (by August),
Mission of Mercy had been invited to launch medical services “restoring dignity,
healing through Love” in the Houma-Thibodeaux, area of Louisiana and Corpus
Christi, Texas. We were also visited by two Nigerian Bishops concerning the potential
work in the future with HIV-AIDS patients.

Then nature took its devastating toll when Hurricane Katrina struck New Orleans.
Thousands of refugees were left searching for loved ones, proper housing and health
care. Hundreds died. Devastation could no longer be viewed as just a third world
problem, but became a national problem as we saw how vulnerable we all are at the
Hands of God’s Mercy. Our launch into Louisiana was put on hold since our
proposed Medical Director for Louisiana was seriously affected with family concerns.
However, at the request of Catholic Charities of Louisiana and the International
Orthodox Christian Charities, two of our Directors drove the previous Mission of
Mercy Medical Clinic to New Orleans to serve those devastated by Hurricane Katrina.

Shortly thereafter, Hurricane Rita roared near Corpus Christi, Texas, but spun away

after what seemed to be a surge of community prayer. Corpus Christi was spared. This opened the door for Mission of Mercy to
visit Corpus Christi in November and to proceed with plans to launch a new mobile medical clinic there later that year or early in
the fall of 2006.

These and other tragedies have economically affected small non-profit organizations. Many have had to close or at least cut back
their services. Vigilance and prudence have become essential for survival. Gas prices have skyrocketed. Further natural disasters
continued to flog the already water-logged East Coast with floods. Mudslides hit California, and globally earthquakes and tsunamis
were claiming lives.

Then on the home front, Mission of Mercy’s Vice Chairman brushed death when he contracted the West Nile Virus. Soon after,
Arizona’s Executive Director also fell sick when she contracted a strange strain of mosquito virus which required her to receive
several blood transfusions. Everyone at Mission of Mercy continued to give until it hurt, at all costs, for the lives and well-being of
others. We lived the philosophy statement and saw that at the moment we gave, we truly did receive that bi-directional flow of
God’s Mercy. The pain and suffering gave way to further surrendering and detachment and freedom.

Where was God’s Mercy? God’s Mercy was within YOU! You wore the Face of God through your support, compassion and
generous gift giving. You were the healing balm of God’s Mercy. You preserved the dignity of God’s Mission of Mercy; yes, you, the
children of Abraham. Thanks to the prayers of our loving patients, loyal volunteers, committed benefactors, and selfless staff, and
to the humble teamwork of our Board of Directors, we survived. Truly our product goes beyond the scope of medicine; our product
is Love!

In the midst of this past year’s devastations, our patient totals continued to rise. Our clinics average 70 patients per day, ranging
from 60-120 per day. Cumulatively over the years, our Maryland, Pennsylvania and Arizona clinics have provided for nearly 53,000
patients who have visited the medical and dental clinics nearly 170,000 times. The cumulative number of free prescriptions
dispensed are over 300,000. In addition, in 2005 alone, the Mission of Mercy team secured over $1.4 million worth of free brand
name drugs through the Pharmacy Assistance Programs; and over 32,000 volunteer hours were donated to Our Lord's Mission.

Through your prayers, your financial generosity and your selfless giving of time, you can be certain
that you have given many others the opportunity to live a life filled with a little more Love, respect and dignity than they might
have had without you. It is an honor to serve you and to serve with you!

Maryland-Pennsylvania Medical and Dental Program

Year in Review

Each year, Mission of Mercy continues to increase the
number of patients served in Maryland and Pennsylvania.
As Mission of Mercy moves into the future, our inspiration
continues to come from each individual whom we serve,
each with a personal story, each with a family, each in need
of “God’s Healing Love.”

We are also inspired and humbled by the unfolding of
God’s plan for Mission of Mercy. On March 18, 2005, the
new Mobile Medical Clinic Van, donated by The Charlotte
English Foundation, was dedicated and blessed by Bishop
Rhoades, and put into service in Harrisburg, PA.
Throughout the year, patients and staff enjoyed the
improved medical facilities on the new van, but an extra
blessing emerged when Mission of Mercy was able to send
the retired medical clinic to the Gulf Region to assist with
disaster relief in the Gulf Coast following the devastation of
Hurricane Katrina. It was through God’s Love that Mission
of Mercy was able to meet our commitment to our existing
patients in Maryland and Pennsylvania, while taking an
active role in caring for the victims of Hurricane Katrina.

Last Spring, Mission of Mercy opened its sixth dental clinic.
The Mission of Mercy Dental Clinics provided 929 free
patient visits and 3,530 free dental procedures during
2005. Each dental patient averaged 3.8 procedures per
visit, mostly fillings.

Key trends continued to emerge among
Mission of Mercy patients in 2005:

1. Ongoing Care for the Chronically lll. A majority of
our patients suffer from chronic conditions and depend on
Mission of Mercy for their treatment and medication.
Regular diagnosis continue to include high blood pressure,
heart disease, diabetes, asthma, arthritis, mental illness and
many others. After our clinicians diagnose a chronic illness,
we strongly encourage our patients to return for regularly
scheduled appointments. This strategy allows our physicians
to monitor their condition and provide them with their
prescribed medications. Nationally, the uninsured with
chronic conditions reported almost twice the number of
emergency room visits than did the insured. Mission of
Mercy continues to strive to provide the uninsured with
continuous care that decreases the burden on the public
healthcare system and prevents these serious, but treatable,
conditions from becoming life-threatening illnesses.

2. Increasing Minority Populations. In Maryland and
Pennsylvania, 41% of Mission of Mercy patients are
members of minority groups including African-American,
Native American, Asian, Hispanic and others. Mission of
Mercy clinic sites vary in their demographics, reflecting the
different nature of each area we serve. At each site,
Mission of Mercy works to ensure sufficient translators are
available so foreign speaking patients understand their
diagnosis and treatment plan.

3. Significant Need for Prescription Medications.

As a critical part of care, Mission of Mercy dispenses free
prescription medications to the patients we serve. Each
patient averages 2.6 prescriptions per visit. In addition to
the over 225 medications in the Mission of Mercy
formulary, the Maryland/Pennsylvania mobile medical
program is very active in using the pharmaceutical
companies’ Pharmacy Assistance Programs. These
programs allow patients who qualify to receive, for free,
the medications they take for chronic iliness directly from
the pharmaceutical company. During 2005, we received
nearly 5,000 bottles of high cost name brand medications
on behalf of our patients. The average wholesale price of
these medicines totaled $1,396,928. When compared to
2004, this is a 20% increase in the number of bottles
received and a 34% increase in value.

4. Serving the Under-insured. While 90% of our
patients have no insurance, 10% of our patients have some
type of insurance and seek our help because they are
unable to pay out-of-pocket expenses such as co-pays and
deductibles for doctor visits or cannot afford their
prescription medications.

I t is with gratitude to all of our many volunteers
and benefactors who gave so generously of
their time and resources to ensure the success of
Mission of Mercy that we entered our second
decade of service in 2005. This year, Mission of
Mercy enjoyed the support of over 1,550 donors
and over 260 volunteers who made our mission
of “healing through Love” possible. Mission of
Mercy would like to offer a special note of
gratitude to The Harry & Jeanette Weinberg
Foundation for the extraordinary gift of a three
year challenge grant in the amount of $450,000,
awarded in December.

And as we entered 2006, Mission of Mercy was
deeply honored by a visit from the U.S. Surgeon
General, Vice Admiral Richard H. Carmona, M.D.,
to the Mobile Medical and Dental Clinic at the
Church of the Brethren in Frederick, MD. Out of
the thousands of invitations that he receives, Dr.
Carmona shared with our volunteers and
supporters what made Mission of Mercy’s stand
out, “What inspired me most is when | saw that
the only clearance to come here is a need. There’s
no paperwork, there’s no qualification, and
what’s dispensed here is not as much care, as it is
love and dignity for a fellow human being.”

Year in Review

Just as 2004 was a year of transition, 2005 has been a
year of growth and stability for the Arizona Mobile
Medical Program. Mission of Mercy’s innovative model of
“pringing the doctor to the people” continued its shift
from an urgent care model to an over-arching primary
care model called ACCESS TO CARE. With a primary care
model in place we are able to spend more time with
patients and promote, educate and address patient’s
overall healthcare needs. A primary care model not only
better meets the needs of our patients, but is consistent
with our mission to restore dignity and provide “healing
through Love”. As anticipated, this more holistic model,
in which clinicians spend more time with fewer patients,
has resulted in a lower number of patients, although we
experienced an increase of 10.8% in total patient visits.
During 2005, the Arizona program provided 9,488 patient
visits to 4,200 patients and dispensed 14,323 no cost
prescriptions - an average of 1.5 prescriptions per patient.
A third of our patient visits assist patients to manage their
diabetes. To address this growing health care epidemic we
launched a comprehensive Living with Diabetes
management and education program in 2005 with a one-
time grant from Banner Health. The goal of the program
is to enable patients with diabetes to achieve better
control of blood sugar levels and prevent the
complications associated with diabetes through
implementation of on-site disease management and
education programs. The first year’s results demonstrated
the importance of the additional education services we
offer. In 2005, participants who completed all 5
education classes had a 1.7% reduction in A1C levels.
(This number is significant because studies have shown
that for every1% decease in A1C levels, there is an
associated 18% reduction of risk of cardiovascular
disease, a 75% reduction in eye damage, a 56%
reduction in kidney damage, and a 35% reduction of risk
of micro vascular disease.)

During 2005, we also created a Compassionate Partners
Initiative which has expanded our “safety net” of services
by enhancing pro bono services from area hospitals and
specialty care provider’s by 400%. Recently a Mission of
Mercy patient with skin cancer that would have proven
fatal if left undiagnosed was given a clean bill of health
because of these pro bono services (including surgery).
Pro bono services are provided by Sonora Quest
Laboratories, St. Joseph’s Hospital and Medical Center,
Scottsdale Healthcare, Chandler Regional Hospital, Mercy
Gilbert Hospital and many specialists in private practice.

Arizona continued to transform its executive leadership by
hiring a part-time Associate Director to assist its first full-
time Executive Director. We have expanded the
Compassionate Partner Initiative, created many new
special events and begun to organize MOM’s Family
Auxiliary. As a result of this strategic growth strategy and
a concerted year-end campaign, the Arizona program
experienced an 84% increase in individual donors and
increased its first-time donors by over 80%. We also
experienced a 21% increase in pro bono and in-kind
donations over 2004. The net proceeds from our two
signature events, the Great Maine Lobster Bake and the
Rock ‘n Roll Ball, totaled just under $100,000 and went to
support the expanding services of the Arizona medical
program. Arizona’s Leadership Council, formed in late
2004, continued to grow and added several new
members in 2005, 100% of whom contributed financially
as well as giving of their time and talents. The highlight of
2005, however, was the completion of a successful capital
campaign which raised $250,000 to purchase a new
medical van and cover operating expenses for the next
four years. The new medical van is expected to “hit the
road” in late summer 2006.
